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Say NO to constant
use of mobile phones

The mobile phone is one device

which has revolutionized
communication in the 2i1st
century. 90% of the adult

population and 60% of the
teens own a mobile phone.
While mobile phones provide
an efficient and easy way to
communicate with friends, family
and co-workers, excessive use
can take a toll on your health.
Given below are a few more
known risks associated with
mobile phones.

» Increased risk of iliness: The
frequent touching and swiping
on the cell phone key pad
or touch screen encourages
harbouring and transmitting
of disease causing germs on
the hand set. The greasy oily
residue that is seen on the
cell phone has been found to
contain more disease causing
germs than those found on a
toilet seat. Fecal matter as well
as organisms present in fecal
matter have been isolated from
the mobile keypads / screens
which shows that mobile phones
can easily spread diseases that
are transmitted through faeces.

> Increased risk of chronic
pains: Mobile phones require
the constant use of fingers,

P Increased risk of vision/eye
problems: People use their
mobiles to read e-books, do
web surfing etc, apart from
texting. The glare of the screen
and the small font size will put a
lot of strain on the eyes. Mobile
screens being much smaller
than computer screens causes
the eye to strain and squint.
Mobile phone use increases the
tendency to actively keep the
